Dear Judge and Commissioners,

A Petition for a Local Option Election to Legalize "the legal sale of beer and wine for off-premise
consumption only" in Justice of the Peace Precinct 4 was Issued on December 21, 2018 and was filed in

the office of the Elections Administrator on February 19, 2019.

Pursuant to Section 501.032(a)(3) of the Texas Election Code, if the petition is filed not later than the

60*^ day after the date the petition is issued and bears the actual signatures of a number of qualified
voters of Justice of the Peace, Precinct 4 equal to at least 35 percent of the number of registered voters

of the precinct who voted in the most recent gubernatorial election, the Commissioners Court, at its
next regular session on or after the 30^^ day after the date the petition is filed, shall order a local option
election to be held on the issue set out in the petition. For this petition 1,248 signatures of qualified

voters are required.

In accordance with Section 501.031 (a) of the Texas Election Code, I hereby certify that the total number

of all signatures on said petition is less than 1,248 and that the number of signatures of qualified voters
is Insufficient for the Commissioners Court to order an election on this issue.
